2021 INCOME & EXPENSES
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Total Operating Revenue was $541,358 and Total Operating Expenditures were $551,944, resulting in an Operating Loss.

Income from savings and bequests closed the budget gap. In addition to Operating Revenue, $29,000 was gifted toward the
Capital Campaign. The Pandemic strained finances with the cost of medications, fuel, increased pet food, staffing shortages,
and curtailed fundraising efforts resulting in revising service delivery and savings.

The last two years have been challenging for WCHS. However, we are incredibly fortunate for the support of over 1,400
donors whose gifts kept the doors open, allowing us to aid over 500 homeless animals and to deliver pet food and veterinary

care to those in our community striving to care for their pets.
